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Assembly

Composed of all adult, male citizens
The Council

500 members presided over by magistrates that worked on various administrative functions
Functions

The assembly had many different functions such as sercing as the direct hand of democracy
Elections

The assembly elected members of the council  directly
Boards

Groups of randomly selected council members presided over by magistrates that dealt with various aspects of administrative functions
Presidency

The presidency rotated among the magistrates monthly, and the president had the keys to the treasury and the seal of Athens
Magistrates

10 members of the council that presided over the boards that dealt with different aspects of Greek life
Greek Democracy
One of the earliest democracies comprised of three governing bodies that provided checks and balances for each other

The Courts

Jury courts that were selected from the assembly members above the age of 30
Pronouncements
The Assembly made executive anouncements like the decision to got war or the granting of citizenship

Graphe
A graphe was a public case and had 501 members on the jury
Dike
A dike was a private case and had only 201 members on the jury
